Academic levels

e Academic levels for UK company

— Entry level: 16-25 year old with GCSE or A
level (or higher) educational level

— Exit level: Higher National Diploma or
Foundation Degree (2 of a 3 year English
degree course) after 30 month minimum
programme



Academic levels

 Academic levels for Management level
courses

— Entry level: Usually above 25 year old with 18
months sea time for Chief Mate or Second
Engineer, and 36 months sea time for Master
or Chief Engineer

— Exit level: Maritime & Coastguard Agency
examinations & competency certificates
