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Transporting Livestock - Your duty to care

On 5 January 2007 a new EU Regulation came into force to protect and
improve the welfare of all animals being transported as part of an
economic activity. This affects commercial hauliers, farmers, exporters,
professional horse racers and anyone transporting animals for
commercial gain.

For journeys over 65 km up to 8 hours

¢ You will need to obtain a ‘short journey’ transporter authorisation
e All drivers and attendants carrying farmed livestock, horses or poultry
must hold a certificate of competence

For journeys over 8 hours

¢ You will need to obtain a ‘long’ journey transporter authorisation

e All drivers and attendants carrying farmed livestock, horses or poultry
must hold a certificate of competence

¢ Vehicle approval required if transporting farmed livestock or horses

The main principles to be followed are:

e The animals are fit to travel

¢ Trained and competent handlers are used

e Suitable and safe vehicles are used

e The animals are watered, fed and rested when needed
e Journey times are kept to a minimum

The checks include a check on the
accompanying documentation, an identity
check and may also include a physical check.
Animal Health will make a charge for these
checks. Importers are advised that there are
detailed and complex rules for importing live
animals and are advised to contact the DVM
for specific guidance. Information on the latest
developments in Animal Imports is often issued
to importers as ‘Customer Information Notes’

which are available on the Defra website (www.

defra.gov.uk).
Rabies and pets

All Rabies susceptible animals entering the
United Kingdom are subject to controls to
prevent the potential importation of Rabies
and certain other animal diseases. Masters of
commercial cargo ships and small yachts, boats
and pleasure craft arriving in UK ports from
foreign ports must report the presence of

any animal on board to both the Port Health
Authority and HM Revenue and Customs.
Rabies susceptible animals imported are
subject to 6 months quarantine at the owners’
expense at a Defra approved establishment.
These controls are contained in the Rabies
(Importation of Dogs, Cats and Other
Mammals) Order 1974 (as amended).

EU Regulations dealing with the movement of o

pet animals also covers birds (except certain >

poultry), ornamental tropical fish, invertebrates S
Ll

(except bees and crustaceans), amphibians and
reptiles. The rules for the movement of these
species between EU countries, and into the
EU, have not yet been set by the European
Commission. To bring these animals into the
UK they must meet either national import rules
or, the general rules for trade in the particular
animal species

Endangered species

Many rare or endangered species are subject
to additional licensing controls under

the European Wildlife Regulations, which
implement the Convention on International
Trade in Endangered Species (CITES). Further
details about these requirements may be
obtained from Animal Health. CITES deals with
the illegal importation of endangered wildlife
and their products, e.g. red eared terrapins,
un-worked ivory, ivory carvings, reptile skin
handbags, etc., (not an exhaustive list) and

is enforced at sea and airports by HMRC
officers. Inland these regulations are enforced
by Police Officers and Animal Health’s Wildlife
Inspectorate.
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3.2 Procedures for Pet Owners in the UK

The Pet Travel Scheme (PETS) is the system
which allows pet cats and dogs and more
recently rabbits and ferrets from certain
countries to enter the UK without quarantine
as long as specific rules are complied with. It
also means that UK Nationals may, having taken
their pets to those countries, bring them back
without the need for quarantine.

PETS only applies to pet cats and dogs, rabbits
and ferrets, including guide dogs (www.
guidedogs.org.uk) and hearing dogs and certain
other small domestic animals. It is limited to pets
coming into the UK from specified countries
and territories and generally only operates on
specified sea, air and rail routes to England.

Pet animals complying with the requirements

of PETS may not be imported into the UK on
board privately owned aeroplanes or water craft
(except from the Republic of Ireland).

Animals from non-qualifying countries must
spend 6 months in quarantine.

N.B It is against the law in Great Britain to
possess certain types of (dangerous) dogs.

What you need to do to bring your pet into
the UK

With the exception of travel to and from the
Republic of Ireland your pet may only enter
the UK using an approved transport company
and route, e.g. a ferry company, airline or via
the Channel Tunnel and not a private boat

or aeroplane. A list of approved transport
companies and airlines may be found on the
Defra website.

To comply with the provisions of PETS, owners
must carry out the following procedures:

Have your pet micro-chipped

Before any of the other procedures for pet
animals are carried out, your pet must be fitted
with a micro-chip so that it can be properly
identified.
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Have your pet vaccinated

After the micro-chip has been fitted your pet
must be vaccinated against Rabies.

Arrange a blood test

After your pet has been vaccinated, it must
be blood-tested to make sure that the vaccine
has given it a satisfactory level of protection
against Rabies.

Documentation required

If the animal’s blood test is satisfactory, a
government-authorised Vet can issue an EU
Pet Passport. These Vets are known as Local
Veterinary Inspectors (LVIs). A Passport

may also be issued to a pet after it has been
micro-chipped and vaccinated. For re-entry
into the UK the blood test may be carried out
in another qualifying country. The Passport
will become valid for re-entry into the UK
six calendar months after the date when the
blood sample was taken and which gave a
satisfactory test result. The Pet Passport will
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remain valid provided the animal’s Rabies
booster vaccinations are kept up to date.
These must be administered before the valid
‘until date’ in section |V of the Pet Passport.

Tick and tapeworms treatment

The animal must be treated for ticks and
tapeworms between 24 - 48 hours before
being checked-in to travel into the UK. If you
are taking your pet on a day-trip abroad, it will
need to be treated in the UK between 24 and
48 hours before it is checked in for the return
journey. The treatment must be administered
by a qualified Veterinary Surgeon. After
treatment the Vet must complete sections VI
and VIl of the animal’s Pet Passport.

Ferrets

To bring your ferret into the UK the
procedure is the same as outlined above

except that ferrets do not require a blood
test. A wait of six calendar months is
applicable in certain circumstances.

Cats and dogs or other rabies susceptible
species not covered by the PETS scheme may
not land in UK unless an Import Licence has
previously been obtained from DEFRA.

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3.3 Welfare of Animals in Transit

There has been legislation governing the welfare of
animals during transport and related operations for a
number of years. EU Regulation 1/2005/EC came into
effect on 5 January 2007 and applies to live animal
shipments carried in vehicles on Roll-on Roll-off (RO-
RO) vessels.

This Regulation is implemented in England by SI
2006/3260 The Welfare of Animals (Transport)
(England) Order 2006 and in Scotland, Northern
Ireland and Wales by SSI 2006/606, SR 2006/538 and
SI12007/1047 (W.105) respectively.

The legislation makes it an offence to transport any
animal in a way that causes, or is likely to cause, injury
or unnecessary suffering to that animal.

The Regulation specifies different requirements to
ensure animal welfare according to journey length,
method of transport and the species of animal. For

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4.1 Handling of Dusty Materials

The handling of dusty bulk cargoes is

generally controlled by Local Authorities and
Port Health Authorities under the nuisance
provisions of Part lll of the Environmental
Protection Act 1990 which also implements the
EC Directives on Air Pollution Control. Local
Authorities and Port Health Authorities have a
statutory duty to inspect their areas “from time
to time” to detect whether a nuisance exists
or is likely to recur. They will also investigate
complaints of statutory nuisance. If satisfied
that such a nuisance exists they will serve an
abatement notice on the person responsible or
the owner or occupier of the premises. There
is a defence of Best Practicable Means (BPM)

in respect of nuisance from industrial, trade or
business premises.

Certain potentially polluting processes require
specific authorisation either by a Local
Authority (including Port Health Authorities)
or by The Environment Agency under the
Environmental Permitting (England & Wales)
Regulations 2007. Local Authorities and Port
Health Authorities are regulators under the
regime known as Local Authority Pollution
Prevention & Control (LAPPC) which covers
installations known as Part B installations.

Certain dusty materials are prescribed in the
regulations and operators of Part B installations
handling or storing such products can only

do so if they have a permit from the Local
Authority or Port Health Authority. The permit
sets out conditions for operation as well as
limits for the pollution that may be emitted to
air, and requires the operator to use the best
available techniques (BAT) to do this.

Much of the bulk material imported through
the UK’s ports fall within the category of dusty
cargoes. Examples of those that are prescribed
include coal, petroleum coke, cement and
fishmeal. In addition it is not uncommon to
find installations within port areas which
process various prescribed materials such

as timber treatment, concrete batching

plants, blending and packing of cement etc.

For these materials the permit will specify
operating conditions and will require that the
operator puts measures into place to prevent
the emission of dust beyond the installation
boundary and where necessary the monitoring
of airborne pollution.

The Permitting Process

I. The “operator” of the Installation is
responsible for applying for a permit.
This may be the port owner, a company
or person using equipment provided by
the port owner, or a company or person
using their own equipment. In exceptional
cases where no shoreside equipment is in
use (i.e. discharge direct to vehicle) the
operator of a vessel may require a permit
for “mobile plant”.

2. The administration of these controls is self
funding, therefore a fee is payable upon
application. The Application and annual
subsistence fees are set by Defra (http://
www.defra.gov.uk/environment/ppc/). The
subsistence fees are variable according to a
pollution risk-assessment system.

3. Once an application for a permit is
submitted to the enforcing body, a period
of consultation and discussion will follow
to determine the BAT for that particular
process.

4. Guidance on BAT for specific processes is
issued by the Secretary of State for The
Environment (Process Guidance Notes)
and should form the basis of the permit
conditions.

5. Other factors influencing the need for
specific conditions will include risk-
assessment, any history of complaint,
specific operating circumstances and recent
advances in technology. If the operator and
enforcing authority fail to agree a suitable
set of conditions the authority will issue a
permit embodying its view of BAT.
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The operator may, if he wishes, appeal to
The Secretary of State on the grounds that
he is dissatisfied with the permit conditions
imposed.

To ensure that the permit is achieving

its purpose, monitoring will be required.
Some monitoring will be carried out by
the enforcing authority but responsibility
for much of the day to day monitoring will
fall to the operator, who will be required
to keep a log of activities, incidents and
monitoring results. The log must be
available for inspection by enforcement
officers

The permit will be formally reviewed
periodically to enable it to be altered in the
light of experience.

Permit conditions may be varied at any
time by the enforcing authority either on
request from the operator or because the
authority considers it necessary.

Permits and all relevant documentation will
be kept in a public register by regulators.

Conditions

Wherever it is possible, the use of dustless
handling equipment and technology will be
required. If cargoes can be loaded or discharged
directly to or from the vessel without dust
emission, further control measures could be
reduced. Where dust free handling proves
impossible, permit conditions will impose
requirements for minimising dust emission

and material spillage at the point of loading or
discharge. Further conditions may prevent the
tracking of dust and material onto working

areas and roadways, require the enclosure of
road vehicles and set general standards for site
maintenance and training. Where dusty material is
handled in the open, work in adverse weather and
when cargoes are unusually dusty or awkward to
handle, will be controlled by permit conditions.

There are strict penalties for breach of permit
conditions and regulating authorities will have
their own Enforcement Policy. However, it should
be remembered that the regulator’s role is also
that of advisor and applications for permits,
subsequent reviews, inspections or variations will
be approached with transparency and openness.

Dust Management Plan (DMP)

It is recommended that operators involved in the transfer and storage of dusty materials at ports have
their own, site specific, DMP. An effective dust control strategy which meets BPM is not a “back of an

envelope” exercise. It is a structured and carefully considered piece of work which takes into account

the legal requirements and UK industry standards. Th

e aim is to produce a comprehensive documented

DMP. In some cases specialist consultants may be necessary if sufficient “in-house” expertise does not

exist. Port Health Officers can also provide assistance
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4.2 Control of Smoke and Noise from Vessels

General

It has been recognised for many years that the
population has a right to live in an environment
which is free from discomfort caused by the
pollutant effects of smoke emissions and

noise. Legislation has evolved over a period of
many years aimed at protecting the public and
improving the environment in which we live.

Clean air control

The notorious smogs of the 1950’s led to the
development of measures to dramatically reduce
atmospheric pollution in the United Kingdom.

As well as causing damage to human health and
the environment, atmospheric pollution can result
in substantial economic costs due to its corrosive
effect on buildings, the loss of amenity and the
loss of sunlight.

Dark Smoke

The 1993 Clean Air Act makes it an offence to
emit dark smoke unless specifically permitted by
regulations and the Act can be applied against
the owner, the master or other officer in charge
of a vessel. The Act covers waters navigable by
seagoing ships which lie within the seaward limits
of the territorial waters of the United Kingdom.

During a four day period when the smog was
at its peak it is estimated that there were an
additional 3,500 to 4,000 deaths in the Greater

London area, mainly from respiratory and
cardio-vascular disorders, caused or exacerbated
by breathing the heavily polluted air.

The Dark Smoke (Permitted Periods) (Vessels)
Regulations 1958 permit dark smoke to be
emitted for limited periods. The legislation
includes the defence of lighting up from cold
when all practicable steps have been taken to
prevent or minimise the emission of dark smoke
or the failure of a furnace or its associated
apparatus, where the failure could not reasonably

have been foreseen and also the unavoidable use
of unsuitable fuel. Dark smoke is defined as being
smoke which, when compared with a Ringelmann
Chart, is as dark as or darker than Shade 2 on the
chart. Black smoke is defined as dark as, or darker
than Ringelmann shade 4. Black smoke can not be
emitted for more than 3 minutes in total in any
period of 30 minutes.

Under provisions contained in the
Environment Act 1995 every Local Authority is
required to review air quality within its district
and to designate an air quality management
plan where it appears that certain standards or
conditions are not being achieved.

Through the advance of modern technology it
is to be hoped that air pollution from vessels
will become even less significant although
much will depend upon the satisfactory
maintenance of equipment and the necessary
expertise to operate the plant. The choice of
dirty, high carbon marine fuel can also have a
significant impact on air quality in port areas.

Noise Control

The public perception of noise as a nuisance
has increased in recent years and port health
authorities and local authorities have found
it necessary to devote more resources to
combating the problem.

Whether noise is perceived as a nuisance
depends on a number of factors including
the time of day (or night), the frequency,
the loudness, its unexpectedness, the level
of background noise and the necessity for
the noise. In some cases noise which would
be quite acceptable to a reasonable person
during the normal working day may prove to
be intolerable during the early hours of the
morning.

Examples of sources of marine related noise
include deck mounted cargo pumps, sirens
and public address systems, forecastle head
generators, the engine noise of high speed
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passenger vessels and disco music played
aboard river passenger launches. Noise can
travel considerable distances, particularly over
water, and its effect can vary with the state of
the tide, direction and strength of wind and
climatic conditions.

Methods of reducing sound levels in order to
avoid complaints include lessening the noise
at source, (e.g. by replacing worn bearings

or damaged fan blades), baffling the noise
(e.g. by fitting a more efficient silencer, or
mounting machinery on a suitable sound
proofing material), reducing the noise source
(e.g. by using quieter machinery), by screening
the receiver of the noise (e.g. the use of ear
protectors or the sound proofing of buildings),
by constructing a physical barrier or by the
operator agreeing to limit hours of working.

The legislation specifically aimed at preventing

a noise nuisance is the Environmental
Protection Act 1990 (EPA 1990). This refers

to noise as a statutory nuisance where in the
opinion of an Environmental Health Officer
or Port Health Inspector, it is considered

to be prejudicial to health or a nuisance.
However, it should be noted that Port Health
Authorities (PHAs) constituted under the
Public Health (Control of Disease) Act 1984
have enforcement responsibility under the
nuisance provisions of Part Il of the EPA
1990, other than in respect of noise nuisance.
Such complaints which are related to ship
operations or port areas will normally be

the subject of a joint approach by the local
authority and the PHA, with legal enforcement
being undertaken by the local authority.
Action can also be initiated by an individual
under this legislation.

Any queries concerning clean air or noise
control in port areas should be, in the first
instance, addressed to officials of the port
health authority or local authority carrying out
the port health function.

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4.3 Disposal of Garbage from Ships

The Merchant Shipping (Prevention of
Pollution by Garbage) Regulations 1998
implement the MARPOL Convention and define
which particular classes of garbage may be
discharged into the sea, and the restrictions,
which apply to special areas such as the North
Sea, Baltic Sea and Antarctica.

Garbage means all kinds of domestic and
operational waste (excluding fresh fish and the
parts thereof) generated during the normal
operation of the ship. Dock and Harbour
Authorities are required to provide reception
facilities for the landing of garbage.

For ships over 400 GT or which are certified
to carry |15 persons or more internationally,
the regulations provide that each discharge
operation or completed incineration shall be
recorded in the Garbage Record Book. Each
completed page of the Garbage Record Book
shall be signed by the master of the ship.

On ships of 12 metres or more in overall length,
placards are to be displayed informing the
persons on board of the requirement of the
Regulations.

Under the legislation, an MCA inspector may
investigate any operation if he has clear grounds
for believing that the master or crew is not
familiar with the ships on-board procedures for
preventing pollution by garbage. In the case of
a ship’s master or crew being unfamiliar with
on-board procedures for preventing pollution by
harmful substances, an inspector is empowered
to detain the ship to ensure that the ship does
not sail until the situation has been brought

in accordance with the requirement of the
regulations. Any breach of the regulations is

an offence on the part of the owner, manager,
demise charterer, and master of the ship. On
summary conviction a fine up to £25,000 may
be imposed.

The Regulations similarly prohibit disposal of
garbage from fixed installations in the United
Kingdom’s controlled waters.

The Merchant Shipping and Fishing Vessels
(Port Waste Reception Facilities) Regulations
2003 transpose Directive 2000/59/EC on port
reception facilities for ship-generated waste and
cargo residues into UK law.

These regulations are enforced by the MCA and
require ports to provide adequate reception
facilities for ships’ waste and prepare a waste
management plan in consultation with other
agencies. The regulations categorise ships’ waste
into two distinct categories - waste which has come
from the European Union and waste from a Third
Country. Amendments to the regulations include
the provision of receptacles for the disposal of
International Catering Waste.

A Master is required to inform the port of arrival
24 hours in advance of the types and quantities of
waste he wishes to dispose of, this should be on a
form as prescribed within Regulation Il of Schedule
2 to the Regulations. This will allow the Port or
Harbour Authority time to ensure adequate waste
reception facilities await the vessel on its arrival.

Under the Regulations, every harbour authority
(or terminal operator) must apply charges to ships
using the harbour or terminal except for ships
which are outside the scope of the Regulation.
Charges should be in accordance with the waste
management plan. Fishing vessels and small
recreational craft are outside the scope of the
charging regime.

There is some overlap between these regulations
and the requirements for the disposal of
International Catering Waste where Defra have
policy responsibility.

International Catering Waste refers to galley and
other waste that has come into contact with
foodstuffs, where the vessel has traded outside
the EU. This waste must be taken to specially
authorised disposal points in sealed and labelled
containers. The containers must be cleaned and
disinfected before reuse. These provisions are
enforced by the Port Health or Local Authority.
See Chapter 2.8 for more details.
