Goals of IHR

ÅMinimise vulnerability to acute public health events

ÅWhilst avoiding unnecessary interference with international travel 

and trade

Å Move away from passive barriers at borders

ÅInevitable that borders will remain an important part of the 

strategy



Principles 

ÅArticle 3

ÅImplementation éprotection of all people from the international 
spread of disease

ÅStates have sovereign right to legislate and implement legislation 

in pursuance of their health policies



Article 5., Surveillance

ÅShall develop, strengthen and maintain the capacity to detect, 

notify and report events

ÅSpecified in Annex 1



Article 13., Public health response

ÅShall develop, strengthen and maintain the capacity to respond 

effectively to public health risks and public health emergencies of 

international concern

ÅSpecified in Annex 1



Article 20., Airports and ports

ÅState Parties shall designate airports and ports

ÅAirports and ports shall develop capacities in Annex 1

ÅShip Sanitation Control Exemption Certificates

ÅShip Sanitation Control Certificates

ÅWHO to develop certification guidelines for airports and ports

ÅPart Aé..core capacities for surveillance and response; local, 
intermediate and national levels

ÅPart Bé..core capacities for designated airports, ports and 
ground crossings

ÅPart Bé..two types of capacity for routine and emergency



Core capacity requirements (routine)

ÅAccess to prompt medical assessment and care; staff, equipment 
and premises

ÅAccess to equipment and personnel for the transport of ill 
travellers

ÅEnsure safe environment for travellers; inspection programmes 
for water, food, waste, washrooms and other potential risk areas

ÅTrained personnel for inspection of conveyances

ÅTrained staff and programme for vector control



Core capacity requirements (emergencies)

ÅAppropriate public health emergency response; public health 

emergency contingency plan

ÅAssessment of and care for affected travellers; local 

arrangements/facilities for isolation/treatment etc.,

ÅAppropriate private space

ÅAssessment/ quarantine facilities, preferably away from PoE

ÅEntry/exit controls

ÅAccess to specially designed equipment/trained personnel with 

appropriate personal protection for transfer of travellers

ÅRecommended measures to treat conveyances and cargo
